NEW YEAR’S EVE IN PIEDMONT: A WINTER TOUR


DAY 1 - WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 27 : Arrival Torino 


• HIGHLIGHTS: Arrival at hotel, walking tour Torino, Mole Antonelliana

• MEALS:  Dinner


In the afternoon we meet up in the hotel lobby to kick off our adventure with a fascinating 
walking tour in the heart of Baroque Torino, including a visit inside the Mole Antonelliana - an 
architectural symbol of the city - where we’ll take in a stunning, panoramic view. This evening 
we enjoy a special welcome aperitivo and dinner, featuring a delectable menu paired with a 
regional wine. 


DAY 2 - THURSDAY, DECEMBER 28 : Walking, Cooking & Tasting


• HIGHLIGHTS: City walking tour, caffè and artisan hot chocolate, cooking class

• MEALS:  Breakfast, dinner


This morning, after a delicious breakfast at the hotel, we meet up with our expert, local guide, 
Carlotta, for a private walking tour of Torino, featuring must-see, tucked-away gems. Final 
stop is one of the city’s 18th century cafes for a rich, hot chocolate or bicerin (highly 
recommended!). Lunch is on your own, followed by free time to explore on your own. In the 
afternoon we make our way to a private home for an oh-so-fun, Piedmont-style cooking class 
- and an immersion into local culture. Aperitivo and dinner will be served right here, featuring 
your hand-made specialties.  


DAY 3 - FRIDAY, DECEMBER 29 : Wine Country & Aperitivo 


• HIGHLIGHTS: Langhe region, wine tasting wine 

• MEALS:  Breakfast, lunch, aperitivo 


This morning, after breakfast, we head out with our private driver, and our delightful guide, 
Carlotta, to the Langhe area of Piedmont. Known for its soft, rolling hills, patterned with 
vineyards, this part of Piedmont produces some of the world’s top wines, including Barolo and 
Asti Spumante. Here we’ll explore hill top villages and stop at a cozy trattoria where you’ll 
taste wines - including an excellent Barolo as you enjoy lunch. After returning to Torino you’ll 
have free time to rest, relax or shop. Afterwards we’ll head to one of city’s most elegant cafes 
for a classy aperitivo, featuring their signature spritz, followed by time on your own to spend 
the remainder of the evening as you wish.

DAY 4 - SATURDAY, DECEMBER 30 : Palazzi & Formaggi

• HIGHLIGHTS: Palazzo Reale, cheese tasting

This morning, after a leisurely breakfast, we meet up with Carlotta and walk to the majestic 
Palazzo Reale as she takes us on a private tour of this incredible palace - including getting a 
look at the famous Shroud of Turin. Afterwards we head to one of Torino’s few remaining 
“latteria” for a special cheese tasting lunch that includes hand-selected cheeses from alp-
grazing, free range cows. The variety and quality of Torino’s cheeses is simply staggering. 

After some free time in the afternoon, we’ll meet up for aperitivo and dinner at a local bistro. 


DAY 5 - SUNDAY, DECEMBER 31 :: Capodanno
